Options for the retaining walls at the back of the theatre 
 
Taken from an official email… 
 

“Here are a couple of the official options for the retaining walls. The reinforced concrete wall (option 1) 
would essentially be constructed in front of the embankment and be anchored down by tying into auger 
screw piles. Because the wall is in front of the embankment there would be minimal disturbance to 
existing vegetation. Screw piles would be in the order of 300mm diameter and 2.0m deep. They would be 
required approx. every metre where the wall is at the max. height of 3.0m, increasing in spacing as the 
wall height decreases. At about 1.5m wall height, the piles would probably not be required at all.

The pair of granite terraced walls (Option 2) would look a lot better but obviously there is more damage to 
the local area of construction. However, with replanting it would probably not take long for the area to 
recover. 
 

And the cheapest option of all may be to simply carry out more major earthworks, terracing and replanting 
the side of the cut as they do in highway construction.
